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VACCINATION CLINIC WAS A BIG SUCCESS! 
 

 

This past month the Nuevas Fronteras Church hosted a Free Vaccination Clinic for the 
local community where we successfully vaccinated 150 people! On the days June 17th, 

18th, and 19th the church partnered with the local non-profit El Centro Hispanoamericano, 
the health insurance company Horizon Blue Cross Blue Shield of NJ and two pharmacies 
(ShopRite and RiteAid) in order to administer the Pfizer vaccine to as many people as we 
could reach over a 3-day period. With the recent approval of Pfizer being administered to 

children of at least 12 years old, we knew there was a need in the North Plainfield and 
Plainfield areas that had to be met. It shows in the data that these areas are low in 

numbers when it comes to people being fully vaccinated. Our goal was to help bridge the 
health disparity gap that we so often see in Hispanic communities, especially immigrant 
communities. El Centro’s Immigrant Social Services Coordinator, Laura Arriaza, who is 
also a life-long member of the Nuevas Fronteras church, organized the event. It was a 

great collaboration between all the partners and volunteers that came from the 
congregation in addition to the local community. We hope to see all 150 people back for 
their second dose on the days July 8th and 10th! We will also be offering free COVID-19 

testing on July 8th during the clinic for anyone who wants it! Nuevas Fronteras is proud to 
actively be a part of the fight against COVID-19 and we hope to do more events that serve 

our community in the future! A special thank you goes out to all the volunteers that 
dedicated their time to be a part of this impactful event!!
